Working title:
UWOL – Around the World
Target audience:

General public, with no previous knowledge of dvinfo or uwol

Distribution:
Internet and possibly film festivals.
Broadcast may be targeted as second phase.

Overview:

Note – this is a film about the community and people, not a wildlife film.
This generates a wider audience interest.

Theme / Basic idea:

1. In one sentence, the film is about:
Folks like you and me, students and working people who spend their weekends and spare moments seeking out the little secrets that nature holds out for all of us, and shows to those who take the time to look.

2. We present a journey – A group of film makers with an interest in showing the world around them, have joined a group on the leading internet forum for audiovisual media, a journey around the world.

It is a film about the present, not the past.

3. It will answer these questions - 
What is UWOL  - Who are these people? How did they start? What do they have in common? What do they film? Where can the film be seen?
4. From the beginning in 2006 until present time. The development of the worldwide community, the skills, the development of friendships around the globe, the fun…

5. Doesn’t matter if you are a beginner or a seasoned professional. Everyone is welcome.
6. Five keywords:
Enthusiasm, Curiosity, Story telling, Dedication, Learning


7. Footage: Find some of “the best” from previous challenges, in addition to some new footage. Footage will of course depend of final script/theme 
Reference: Lorinda’s post nr 56, page 4 in the “around the world” thread.


8. Who are we:
A (short?) presentation of everyone of us who participate in this project.
Interviews with: 
Chris Hurd (for creating dvinfo.net and making this possible)
Meryem Ersoz, Lorinda Norton, and possibly also Catherine Russel, because they have all been the leaders of the UWOL challenges.

Guidelines / rules:

1. The UWOL spirit and guidelines are the basic. (pay attention to rule 11, have fun)
2. Keep it simple. It will become complex anyway

3. Coordinating Committee’s (CC) main task is to keep everyone focused on the basic rules and make sure the theme is followed without going too much “off track”.
But: Changes can and will happen throughout the project. This is normal and acceptable!

4. Delegate the tasks between the participants. Especially script writing, editing, narrating.

5. Music / soundtracks: Must be royalty free! CC will provide a theme.

6. Contributions should have roughly this structure, and be around 5 minutes total.
(about 50 minutes total has been suggested, to fit in a 1 hour tv broadcast – this will have to be discussed and agreed upon)
a) Intro B-roll

b) Interview 1 (may be VO)

c) Sequence B-roll (member filming)

d) Interview 2

e) Sequence B-roll

f) Closing PTC (may be link to next section)


NB! B-roll may be stock footage, or newly filmed. Interview should be new and shot specifically for UWOL Around the World.


Your content should describe your own journey – what challenges you need(ed) to overcome to succeed and produce your film.
1. How did you get the shot?
2. Things you have learned
3. What got you going on the film making path?
7. We also include interviews with:

a) Chris Hurd (for creating DVInfo.net and making this possible)
b) Meryem Ersoz (for being the creator and leader of UWOL challenge)

c) Catherine Russel (for leading UWOL challenge)

d) Lorinda Norton (for leading UWOL challenge)


8. Technical standards for submission will be set by the CC at a later date.
In general, new submissions should conform to the EBU broadcast standards, except data rates.

9. A suitable method for file interchange will be agreed and established.

10. Roles for individual members, above their own submissions, will be posted and chosen by agreement with the CC – e.g. editor, sound, VO, etc. from volunteers.

2. Narrator introduces

3. Chris Hurd introduces DVInfo and the idea of UWOL

4. Meryem Ersoz – creating the UWOL and leading it the first years

5. Catherine Russel

8. Closing sequence – best of old footage

1. “old footage” means parts of entries for the UWOL challenges.
